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 Currency is what you 
normally expect when 
you look for news, but 
newspapers are also a 
prime source of historical 
information. McWherter 
maintains the Commer-
cial Appeal on microfilm 
back to 1894. Paper cop-
ies are maintained only 
until the microfilm ar-
rives.  The precursors of 
the CA—the  
• Memphis Appeal, 
• Appeal-Avalanche, 
• Memphis Tri-Weekly, 

• M e m p h i s S e m i -
Weekly, and  the 

• Memphis Weekly Ap-
peal—are also avail-
able on microfilm.  

 With the correct 
date, you can retrieve 
local stories from the 
papers on microfilm.  
 An online index to 
the Memphis Appeal is 
being compiled by UofM 
librarian Joyce McKibben. 
So far, Joyce has in-
dexed 1843-1859 and 
1860-1864. 
 Obituaries from the 
Memphis Appeal are 
indexed from 1843-

1978, 1880-1889, 
and 1890-1899. 
(There are no papers 
for 1850.) You can 
find the Memphis 
Appeal index on the 
Libraries “All Data-
bases A-Z” list. 
 In addition, a pa-
per index exists for 
the CA and the Mem-
phis Press-Scimitar 
for the years 1964-
1996. Found along 
the back of the first 
floor Learning Com-
mons Room, it is 
housed in an old-style 
card catalog file.  
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 If you’re concerned 
that your students aren’t 
finding and using appro-
priate research  on 
which to base their pa-
pers, presentations, or 
other class projects, 
perhaps they simply 
don’t know how to find  
or identify “the good 
stuff.” 
 There are an awful 
lot of sources of infor-
mation out there—some 
good; some, not so 
good. 
 The Instruction Pro-
gram at the UofM Librar-

ies can help students man-
age the information glut by 
introducing relevant data-
bases skills and teaching 
ways to evaluate informa-
tion sources.
